Old Testament Reading Proverbs 4:10-23
®Hear, my son, and accept my words, that the years of your life
may be many. "I have taught you the way of wisdom; | have led
you in the paths of uprightness. **When you walk, your step will
not be hampered, and if you run, you will not stumble. *Keep
hold of instruction; do not let go; guard her, for she is your life.
Do not enter the path of the wicked, and do not walk in the way
of the evil. **Avoid it; do not go on it; turn away from it and pass
on. *®For they cannot sleep unless they have done wrong; they are
robbed of sleep unless they have made someone stumble.

YFor they eat the bread of wickedness and drink the wine of
violence. *®But the path of the righteous is like the light of dawn,
which shines brighter and brighter until full day. **The way of the
wicked is like deep darkness; they do not know over what they
stumble. My son, be attentive to my words; incline your ear to
my sayings. “*Let them not escape from your sight; keep them
within your heart. ?For they are life to those who find them, and
healing to all their flesh. *Keep your heart with all vigilance, for
from it flow the springs of life.

Epistle Galatians 5:16-24
®But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires
of the flesh. *'For the desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, and
the desires of the Spirit are against the flesh, for these are opposed
to each other, to keep you from doing the things you want to do.
8Byt if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. *Now
the works of the flesh are evident: sexual immorality, impurity,
sensuality, “idolatry, sorcery, enmity, strife, jealousy, fits of anger,
rivalries, dissensions, divisions, #*envy, drunkenness, orgies, and
things like these. | warn you, as | warned you before, that those who

[P)  The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke, the Twelfth
chapter.
Glory be to Thee, O Lord.
22 And he said to his disciples, “Therefore I tell you, do not be
anxious about your life, what you will eat, nor about your body,
what you will put on. ZFor life is more than food, and the body
more than clothing. **Consider the ravens: they neither sow nor
reap, they have neither storehouse nor barn, and yet God feeds
them. Of how much more value are you than the birds! >And which
of you by being anxious can add a single hour to his span of life?
2%1f then you are not able to do as small a thing as that, why are you
anxious about the rest? #’Consider the lilies, how they grow: they
neither toil nor spin, yet I tell you, even Solomon in all his glory
was not arrayed like one of these. ®But if God so clothes the grass,
which is alive in the field today, and tomorrow is thrown into the
oven, how much more will he clothe you, O you of little faith!
°And do not seek what you are to eat and what you are to drink,
nor be worried. *°For all the nations of the world seek after these
things, and your Father knows that you need them. *!Instead, seek
his kingdom, and these things will be added to you.

$2«Pear not, little flock, for it is your Father’s good pleasure to
give you the kingdom. **Sell your possessions, and give to the
needy. Provide yourselves with moneybags that do not grow old,
with a treasure in the heavens that does not fail, where no thief
approaches and no moth destroys. *For where your treasure is,
there will your heart be also.

%[ Jesus said:] “Stay dressed for action and keep your lamps
burning, **and be like men who are waiting for their master to
come home from the wedding feast, so that they may open the door
to him at once when he comes and knocks. *'Blessed are those
servants whom the master finds awake when he comes. Truly, | say
to you, he will dress himself for service and have them recline at
table, and he will come and serve them. *8If he comes in the second
watch, or in the third, and finds them awake, blessed are those
servants! **But know this, that if the master of the house had known
at what hour the thief was coming, he would not have left his house
to be broken into. “*You also must be ready, for the Son of Man is
coming at an hour you do not expect.”
